All of our winter sports are in full swing now and all of our coaches and athletes are working hard to represent U-City with PRIDE!!!  

In Girls’ Swimming, Ariel Neely took 1st place in the 200 yard freestyle at Webster Groves and in the 500 yard freestyle against Eureka.  Joy Millers finished 1st in the 100 yard backstroke at Webster Groves, Bekah Byrne took 1st in the 100 yard butterfly against Hazelwood East, and Anya Klooster finished 1st in the 100 yard fly against Mehlville.  The Girls’ Swimming team defeated Hazelwood East by a score of 104-49.  Way to go, girls!!!

The Boys’ Varsity Basketball team had a very impressive victory against Eureka, beating the wildcats 69-58.  Utilizing an intense full court press, the Lions forced Eureka to turn the ball over 32 times! Corrion Johnson led the team with 28 points; the most scored by a U-City player this season.  Corrion is averaging 11.3 points-per-game, with John Johnson leading the team in rebounds with an average 3.9 boards per game. 

Jasmine Woolfolk has proven herself to be a true leader this year for the Girls’ Varsity Basketball program.  Jasmine is averaging 13.3 points and 6.8 rebounds per game, scored double-doubles against Riverview Gardens (25 points, 10 rebounds) and Clayton (18 points, 19 rebounds), put up a team high 20 points against Ursuline in the Rockwood Summit Holiday Hoops tournament and was named to the All Tournament Team.  

The Lion Wrestling team is continuing with another very successful season.  Demarco Kemp's record has improved to 28-0, with 1st place finishes at the Cape Central Tiger Classic, the St. Charles Tournament, and is now ranked number 1 in the state of Missouri for the 285 pound weight class.  Additionally, Patrick McKnight finished 3rd place in the Cape Central Tiger Classic and the Saint Charles tournament, with Justin Nicks finishing 5th place in each of those tournaments.  The U-City Wrestlers have also found success as a team, defeating Parkway West 48-15, winning 5 of 7 contested matches against Seckman, and winning 3 of 5 duels at the Ritenour Tournament, resulting in another piece of hardware for the UCHS trophy case.  

And don't forget Spring sports are on the horizon.  Water Polo begins practice on February 23, with Boys’ and Girls’ Track, Boys’ Volleyball, Boys’ Tennis, Girls’ Soccer, Golf, and Baseball all starting tryouts on March 2.
