Fifteen volunteers helped Dr. Bailey. A total of 23 students from the high school are ABC Health Consultants. They have been trained, and are now teaching in the Elementary Schools. TREND students have been trained to teach in a program called TATU (Teens Against Tobacco) and are now teaching in the Elementary Schools. Our volunteers helped to prepare the food at the home football games this fall.  TREND will give a Christmas Party at the Homeless Shelter on December 17th. Football – The Lions took on the Pioneers of Duschesne-St. Charles in the Regional State Play-off football game.  
U City hosted this game under the lights at Bishop DuBourg High and beat Duschense 41-0. On Monday November 10, the team advances to the state sectional game against MICDS.  Congrats to the following players who made the Suburban South All Conference Team: John Johnson, Tyler Davis, DeMarco Kemp, Brandon Walker, Samuel Brown, Cameron Albritton, Darrion Petty and Brandon Walker.

Field Hockey – The field hockey team ended the season with a 12-10-1 record (9-4 within the public school league). The team ranked 4th in the public schools (out of 14) and 14th out of all the area schools (26). They scored over 60 goals, which was an average of 2.7 goals per game, and advanced to the second round of the Midwest Tournament with a big 8-0 win over Brentwood, but then lost a tough game to top-ranked Cor Jesu. They had 5 shut-out games by Ellie McCray and Parisa Rouie. Ellie is 7th in the area in saves with 169. Sarah Ferguson is the second top scorer in the area with 24 goals, 15 assists and 6 game winning goals. Kat Simpson is 12th with 16 goals, 7 assists and 3 game winning goals. Two girls have been nominated to 1st Team All-Conference for the public schools, one girl is nominated to the 2nd Team All-Conference and two girls were awarded Honorable Mentions.
Cross Country – The boys’ team finished 2nd in Districts as a TEAM, and all qualify for State.  Nick Shafer-Skelton, Tom Kenyon, David Lambus, Brian Robinson, Julian Nicks, Justin Nicks and Eli Katz will represent the U.  On the girls’ team, freshmen Claire Hulett became the second freshman in U City history to qualify for the STATE meet.  She finished 12th in the District meet and will represent the U in the Class 3 race at State.

Swimming – At District Conferences, Matt Zaggy took 3rd in the 50 and 100 free.  Nathan York took 16th in the 200 IM and 13th in the 500.  Elliot Wilson finished 16th in the 100 free.  Jake Mavropoulos was 15th in the 100 backstroke.  In the relays, Jake, Matt, Nathan, and Elliot finished 5th in the 200 medley.  Jake, Adam Mizes, Matt Russell, and Lawrence McCadney finished 8th in the 200 Free and in the 400 free, Nathan York, Elliot, Matt Zaggy, and Matt Russell finished 3rd.  STATE QUALIFIER Matt Zaggy will swim the 50 Free and 100 Free on November 14th and 15th at the St. Peters Rec Plex.
