I came back to the area after college and substitute taught and worked as a para-professional in Davenport, while also coaching basketball and sophomore baseball at CHS.  I received my first teaching position at Bettendorf Middle School in 1990, teaching Speech Communication and Career Education as well as coaching a variety of sports at BMS and Bettendorf High School.  I earned my Master’s Degree from Western Illinois University in Educational Administration and was named Associate Principal at BMS after five years of teaching. PSAT will be administered on Wednesday, October 14, 2009 beginning 7:30 a.m. to juniors and sophomores who wish to take the test for practice.  The school district pays the registration fee for juniors.  Sophomores must pay $13. For juniors, this test will determine who is eligible for the Merit Scholar program.  Practice test questions are available in the guidance office and on-line at www.collegeboard.com/student/testing/psat/prep
Information about test registration will be mailed soon.

The PLAN (pre ACT) will be administered to all sophomores on Thursday, November 4, 2009.  The district pays the registration fee.
