A Message From Our School Nurse

The Saint Louis County Health Department is reporting a rise in confirmed cases of pertussis, also known as whooping cough.  While no cases have been reported in U. City, there are cases being reported in surrounding school districts.  Pertussis is a highly contagious illness that primarily affects children.  Typically, pertussis is milder in older children and adults, but undiagnosed individuals can transmit the disease to young children or infants.  

One of the most effective ways of preventing pertussis is for adults and children to receive an age-appropriate vaccine.  Your family’s healthcare provider or local health clinics can provide this vaccine for you or your children.

FREE ACT TESTS FOR SENIOR STUDENTS
Free ACT exams!!   Free ACT exams to seniors!  Yes, even if you have already taken the exam!  In an effort to have all seniors participate in the February 12 ACT, the district is paying the exam fee.  Seniors must register in the guidance office by Wednesday, January 5.

 Students with a score lower than 21 are STRONGLY encouraged to take this test again and sign up for the FREE ACT Saturday morning prep class to increase their potential for college acceptance and scholarship.  Students with a score lower than 31 should also take this test again so that they might become eligible for $1,500 annual Bright Flight scholarships to any Missouri four year college.

Each class runs from 9:00-11:00 a.m. and is open to all students, even juniors and those who have taken the test before.
