From the Principal 

Greetings from the administrative team!  We are beginning our “home stretch” to the end of the school year.  This is a critical time for all students with graduation approaching, End of Course exams beginning, and the many end-of-year activities occurring. 

Math and English tutoring are available for all students after school Tuesday through Friday!  All math and English classrooms have a tutoring schedule posted!

End of Course Exams will be given in Algebra l, Biology, Literature and Composition l, Literature and Composition ll, and American Government beginning April 25.  These exams serve as the assessment measures mandated through the No Child Left Behind legislation (the MAP test is given at the elementary and middle school level).  Students will also receive an academic grade on these exams that will be factored into their overall course grade.  Help us by encouraging your student to try their best on these exams as their performance will not only help their academic grade, but also the school’s overall academic standing. 

As planning continues for the 2011-12 school year, we want to inform you of changes within our counseling department.  As you know, we currently have four counselors assigned to students by alphabet and a college and career coordinator.  Beginning August of 2011, a counselor will be assigned to a class of students.  That counselor will follow that class through its freshmen, sophomore, and junior years.  There will be a permanent senior counselor to specialize in post-secondary paths and opportunities.  All counselors will receive “cross training” to provide necessary information and services to students, including all components for post-secondary preparation. 

These changes will lend continuity and focus to the role of the counselor.  Our students will be better served through the flow of information, course registration, grade level requirements, and challenges that occur during high school.  All counselors retain a role in helping to direct and determine the future of each student. UCHS counselors will receive staff development to aid in a smooth transition to this new delivery model.  Once staffing assignments are complete, we will inform all families of next year’s individual counselor assignments.

The Track team hosted the Charlie Beck Invitational track meet this past Saturday.  There were 31 teams with both a JV and Varsity at the meet and the weather was beautiful.  Fort Zumwalt West won the girls varsity division with the Lions finishing 6th overall.  Hazelwood Central won
the boys varsity division with U City finishing 10th overall.  U City star performers included: Emmanuel Price (Champion in the long jump), Darion Boure (Champion in the triple jump), Lydia Bohlen (3rd in the 400)  and Kayla Heidelberg (2nd in the 200).  Thanks to everyone that
supported the teams by attending the meet, the coaches for running the meet and all of the event volunteers that helped it run smoothly.

The water polo team competed in the Founder’s Cup Invitational this past week.  Thanks to everyone that volunteered on Monday and Friday as U City did a nice job hosting two rounds of the tournament.  The team
earned a tie with Mehlville 4-4 behind Dante McKinnie’s 6 saves.  Dan Egan has been the leading scorer the past few games with 4 goals against Kirkwood and 3 against Ladue.
 
The baseball team is currently 6-5 on the season after dropping 3 out of four this week.  The Lions dropped a one-run game, 8-7 to Clayton; James Lenard was 3 for 3 with two RBIs and Will Kneller drove in an extra-inning run to beat Affton 6-5; The Lions dropped a 15-5 game to
Lindbergh; and Kevin Looby homered in a 12-10 loss to Mehlville.  The JV Lions finished their pool play action at 2-1 in the University City/Balls-N-Strikes JV Tournament for a share of first-place.

The boy’s volleyball team has won 3 out of 7 games and is 1-3 in matches so far this season.  The highlight was a 2-0 sweep of St. Francis Borgia (25-23, and 25-21).  The Lions won the first game 25-21, but dropped the match with 17-25 and 20-25 games against Fox (Avion Ashford had 4 kills).
