UCHS Robo-lions FRC Robotics Team Wins the 2011 St. Louis Regional FRC Tournament
The UCHS Robo-lions, FRC (FIRST Robotics Competition) Team 3397, along with their alliance partners from Hazelwood Central HS and Camdenton HS 4-H, won the 2011 St. Louis Regional FRC tournament on Saturday, March 19th, at the Chaifetz Arena. Following an intense six-week build season, the Robo-lions joined 28 teams comprised of over 500 students from more than 50 schools from the St. Louis area, Seniors Chris Matthews and Matthew Foster, sophomores Sammiyah Clay, Grace Deitzler, Dan Politte, and Mike Sarber, and Brittany Woods MS 8th graders Walter Deitzler and Michael McMahon were coached by parent volunteer Dave Sarber and mentored by Boeing volunteers Rowland Dodson, Jon Simpson, and Brandon Wegge.   This is a huge accomplishment,

especially for a second-year team. Last year the Robo-lions were awarded the Highest Seeded Rookie Team award at the regionals. The Robo-lions will go on to compete in the FIRST World Championships, held here in St. Louis at the Edward Jones Dome, April 27-30.  They will join robotics teams from across the US and around the world.  This event is free and open to the public – so make plans now to attend.

The wrestling team had a great showing this season with two State Championship qualifiers.  Jeremiah Hathorn finished 2nd in the 145 pound weight class and Tarique Jefferson finished 3rd at 215 pounds in Districts to qualify for the state meet.  Although neither placed, they both won a match at Mizzou Arena and scored points.
