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Principal Wernentin’s Message

Please join me along with the administrative team on Wednesday, April 21 at 5 pm in the library for a candid discussion about our school curriculum.  Let’s talk about current and future curriculum issues, content and scheduling.  I want to hear the parent perspective on these issues that have a critical impact on our students’ academic experience at UCHS.  

Let me reiterate information provided in the April newsletter regarding student registration.  “As students are completing course requests for next year, we encourage all parents and guardians to review their student’s course selections to ensure they are aligned with their five year academic plan.  An addendum with additional course offerings was given to every student explaining courses that have been added.  Changes can still be made through their guidance counselor.   I always encourage students and parents to meet with counselors to ensure that students are on target for graduation, have made arrangements to replace lost credits, to review transcripts, and explore all post-secondary opportunities.”

For students to attend Prom, a minimum of 50% of all outstanding fines and fees must be paid, along with maintaining a 93% attendance rate.  Tickets cost between $60 and $75, depending on how much in advance they are purchased.  Please remember that all fines and fees are due to the business office prior to students being allowed to participate in graduation ceremonies.

Should concerns arise with your student, we ask that you please attempt to resolve the issue with the teacher or staff member first.  If you are not satisfied, please contact me.

End of Course Exams will be given in the following subject areas:  Algebra l, Biology, Literature and Composition ll, and American Government beginning April 26.  These exams serve as the assessment measures mandated through the No Child Left Behind legislation.  Students will also receive an academic grade on these exams that will be factored into their overall course grade.  Help us by encouraging your student to try their best on these exams as their performance will not only help their academic grade, but also the school’s overall academic standing.
