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Principal Wernentin’s Message

Can you believe we are almost in October?!  Oh my, where did first term go?  It has been an extremely busy September for us as our teachers continue working in their Professional Learning Community groups identifying essential learnings in their curriculum areas and creating pre and post assessments.  This effort will better enable teachers to address students’ academic needs during the term. 

End of Course Exam (EOC) results from last May will arrive in your mail within two weeks.  As you know, the EOCs have replaced the MAP test as our No Child Left Behind accountability measure.  Students were tested last May in Algebra l, Biology, and English ll. As I look over these scores, I am excited about our progress, but I still see where we have room for improvement.  Included with the results are descriptors to give you key points to look at in regards to your student’s tests.  Please take a few moments and look over these items.

All parents, guardians, and students should be aware that a concentrated effort to address the following areas of concern is underway:

· Enforcement of dress code (sagging pants, revealing attire, and hats)

· Tardies 

· Profanity

· Wearing of ID badges

· Use of cell phones and electronic devices

Infractions of the dress code, tardies, profanity, and ID badges will earn the student a 30 minute after school detention to be served within 48 hours of occurrence.  Failure to serve the after school detention will cause the detention to double in length.  If a student does not serve the after school detention, a two hour Saturday School session will be assigned, and failure to serve the Saturday School session will result in an out-of-school suspension.

Students that are seen using a cell phone or electronic device will be asked to give it to the adult asking for the item.  The item will be returned only to a parent.  

If a parent is not able to pick up the device, it will be returned to the student after ten school days.  Failure to turn the electronic device over to an adult will result in a

 two day out-of-school suspension.

Additionally, we applaud and continue to recognize the vast majority of our students who display appropriate behavior and positive attitude through our Lion Bucks program, positive contacts home, and other privileges afforded students who make good decisions.

Our hope is to instill a sense of respect and responsibility to our students, reinforce the need of appropriate attitude and behavior, and to be positive role models for all who walk the hallways of U-City High.  We ask for your help in supporting the school’s effort by reminding your student that electronic devices are to be used before entering the building, at lunch time in the cafeteria, and after leaving the building.
