Provide a journal for your 

students to jot down 

thoughts and ideas over the 

summer.  You can encour-

age her/him to draw what 

they see or feel and then 

turn the picture into a story.  

Children can also write 

their own ending to a story 

that they have read or that 

you have read to them.  A 

special family reading time 

in the evening can be en-

joyed by children and 

adults.  Libraries have lists 

of books that make great 

read-alouds.   

 

Don’t forget math!  Your 

student can figure out 

change when you go to the 

store.  You can create math 

problems each day for 

them to work and then 

check in the evening (I use 

to love 6-digit times 6-digit 

problems!). 

 

Whatever you can do to 

enhance skills will greatly 

benefit your child next 

year.

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sten scores also show a steady increase 

with an average of  9.5 points. 

In CA , our Tungsten scores have also 

steadily increased with an average of 8.75 

points. 

Writing was measured by both teacher 

observation and tests.  In the fall , 12% of 

students were meeting objectives, while 

in February 75% were meeting grade 

level expectations.   

Our Science goal will be evaluated by 

scores on the 2010 MAP; however, we 

did see an increase in 1st, 2nd and 3rd 

place awards in our Science Fair.  Since 

students use the scientific method when 

implementing projects, we can say that 

our teaching has helped our students in 

understanding the process. 

This year I have been updating you on 

our academic goals and how we intend to 

reach them.  We have been making pro-

gress in all four areas:  Communication 

Arts, Math, Writing and Science.  After 

working with targeted students in grades 

3-6, our Math interventionist reported 

that  students scored at least six points 

higher on a MAP Practice post test, with 

some students reaching ten points.  Tung-

It is hard to believe that we are at the begin-

ning of the last month of the school year.  

The second graders have grown so much 

throughout this year and their learning con-

tinues each and every day.   

The second graders have been observing the 

life cycle of darkling beetles.  They have 

learned about the different stages of the life 

cycle and considering that each classroom 

started with five hundred larva, the students 

have had lots of opportunities for hand-on 

investigations.  Dr. Fredericksen even has 

come by to get to know our visitors. 

The second graders have been growing as 

readers and writers throughout this year and 

this quarter is no exception.  After learning 

how to effectively summarize a story, they 

did a wonderful job completing their Book 

Float projects in which they were required 

to independently summarize the story of 

their chosen book.  They have also been 

continuing to learn and apply strategies that 

good readers use to increase comprehen-

sion.  The students have been specifically 

focusing on the strategy of asking questions 

about the text before, during, and after read-

ing.  They have been practicing this skill as 

a whole class with non-fiction insect books.  

The students are also preparing for the Sec-

ond Annual Second Grade Poetry Festival!  

They have read many poems from a variety 

of sources and have become familiar with 

the characteristics of poems.  In addition to 

reading poems the students have been writ-

ing poems with different themes and pat-

terns.  In connection with this the second 

graders were visited by songwriter Kevin 

Gordon. Mr. Gordon took the time to listen 

to the students “blues” poems and offer 

advice on how to strengthen their writing 

skills.  Each student has their own poetry 

journal in which they plan out their poems 

and write their drafts.  The poems will be 

published in an anthology that will be re-

ceived by each second grader.  Everyone is 

invited to join us for our Poetry Festival at 

the end of the month! 

In math the students are working hard to 

perfect their double digit subtraction skills 

by using base ten blocks to help them gain 

better understanding of “borrowing”.  They 

are also continuing to muscle through their 

weekly timed addition facts.  Their “fact 

power” is getting stronger and stronger with 

every passing week.  In the remaining 

weeks of school the second graders will be 

investigating fractions to see how they are 

applied in different areas in their everyday 

life.
