	Conventions & Grammar

	Exhibits control over spelling, punctuation, capitalization, grammar and usage


	Few errors in spelling, punctuation, capitalization, or grammar and usage that are not distracting to the reader


	Errors in grammar, spelling, punctuation, capitalization, sometimes interfere with understanding

	Characterized by misspelling, missing words, errors in punctuation, capitalization, grammar and usage which make the writing difficult to read
