
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Record of Proceedings of a regular meeting of the Board of Education, School District of University City, St. Louis County, held at Ronald E. McNair Administration Building, 8136 Groby Road, University City, Missouri, November 6, 2008.

The following Board members were present:

Ms. Meg McClelland, President; Mr. Tom Peters, Vice-President; Mr. Todd Gilyard, Secretary; Ms. Ellen Bern, Mr. Stacy Clay, Mr. Bob Elgin, and Ms. Trudy Moon, Directors; and Ms. Kristin Rice, Student Representative to the Board.

Ms. Joylynn Wilson, Superintendent; Dr. Chauna Williams, Assistant Superintendent/Curriculum & Instruction; Dr. Judy Sclair, Assistant Superintendent/Human Resources, Mr. Scott Hafertepe, Chief Financial Officer/Business & Financial Management, and approximately 46 staff members, students, and citizens were present.

CALL TO ORDER

There being a quorum present, Ms. McClelland called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

ANNOUNCEMENTS

Kristin Rice highlighted events at University City High School.  She reported that an alumni basketball shootout will be held on November 29, a talent show on November 14 at 7:00 p.m., and a play on November 7 and 8 entitled, “Deathtrap.”  She indicated that students assisted at the polls on November 4, and that Curriculum Night is November 13.  In sports, U-City’s cross country team placed second in the Class III Division, the school’s football team is the 2008 Regional Champions, the next football game is against MICDS at the Clayton field, and the field hockey field was renamed in honor of Virginia Dicus on October 17.

Board members in attendance highlighted activities they engaged in since the last Board meeting.  Ms. McClelland, on behalf of the School Board of University City, congratulated President-elect Barack Obama.  Other activities included the 
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attendance at the two Community Engagement sessions, the U-City United’s presentation by Washington University and University City officials, a Nathaniel Hawthorne PTO meeting, and attendance by all board members at the 2008 MSBA Annual Conference. RECOGNITIONS

Each year, high school students from across the nation participate in the National Merit Scholarship Program academic competition.  They qualify for the program by taking the Preliminary SAT/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test which serves as an initial screen of approximately 1.5 million entrants each year.
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Nine students from University City High School were recognized in the Semifinalist and Commended categories of the competition.  One student was recognized as an Outstanding Participant in the National Achievement Scholarship program which identifies high performing African Americans who also take the PSAT/NMSQ test.

The National Merit Semifinalists are Nils Carlsson, Thomas Kenyon, Zachary Levinson, Adam Mizes, Matthew Shafer-Skelton and Nicholas Shafer-Skelton.  They are among 16,000 high school seniors who will compete for some 8,200 Merit Scholarship awards worth $33 million next spring.  The individuals will be notified in April if they advance as a finalist in the competition.

Stefan Babich, Eli Katz and Carol Simpson were designated as National Merit Scholarship Program Commended Students.  Of the more than one million students who took the 2007 PSAT test, Commended Students place among the top 5 percent.

Julian Nicks was named an Outstanding Participant in the 2009 National Achievement Scholarship Program.  He will be referred to 1,500 colleges and universities for admission consideration.  Though recognized for their academic performance, Commended Students and Outstanding Participants do not advance as finalists in the National Merit Scholarship program.

Each student was presented with a U.S. Savings Bond courtesy of Mr. Steve Baden, president of Royal Banks.

The Board of Education congratulated all the participants for their academic achievements and presented them with a certificate of recognition.

7TH AND 8TH GRADE COMMUNICATION ARTS MATERIALS & RESOURCES ADOPTION

The Missouri Department of Elementary & Secondary Education requires school districts to have a curriculum for all instructional programs and to support it through professional development and by providing appropriate resources and materials.

A committee of curriculum writers formed specific criteria in an effort to help District teachers, parents, students, and the community evaluate a variety of resources presented to our District for purchase.  The criteria set by the curriculum writing team helped stakeholders select research-based resources and materials that would best assist our teachers in implementing the Board approved K-8 communication arts curriculum.  In addition, it helped select student resources that are of high interest and individualized to best fit the needs of our learners in a diverse classroom.

A key goal of any program is to improve academic achievement of our students in order to maintain full accreditation of the School District of University City.  This group of reviewers seeks the adoption of the following resources and materials in order to offer the students the most up-to-date, high qualify, grade level appropriate, and user-friendly materials available in compliance with the District Comprehensive School Improvement Plan.  The program materials selected included, Making Meaning: Developmental Studies Center (7-8), Write 
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Source: Great Source (7-8), Write Traits: Great Source (7-8) and Booksource Classroom Libraries (7-8).

It was recommended that the Board of Education approve the adoption of the above-mentioned programs presented by the Communication Arts 7-8 Adoption Committee at a cost not to exceed $37,686.05 for grades seven and eight for implementation beginning during the second semester of the 2008-2009 school year.

Declan FitzPatrick, Communication Arts & Social Studies Coordinator, presented this item and responded to questions from the Board.

BRITTANY WOODS ROOF REPLACEMENT

It was recommended that the Board of Education approve the selection of Shay Roofing to replace roof sections 7 and 9 at a cost not to exceed $46,270.

Roof sections 7 and 9 at Brittany Woods Middle School are in need of replacement.  Brittany Woods is experiencing roof leaks in these areas, which are affecting the classrooms and the hallways.  The District requested bids, listed below, to provide materials and labor to remove and replace these sections of roof.  The new roofs include a 15-year manufacturer’s warranty.

$44,470 plus $1.75 per sq. ft. of insulation as needed


Lakeside Roofing Co.
$45,733 plus $2.40 per sq. ft. of insulation as needed


Shay Roofing

$46,270 includes replacement of all insulation


Western Waterproofing
$66,565 includes replacement of all insulation
